The deliverance of the woman with the spirit of infirmity (Lk 13:10-17)

Jesus was teaching in a synagogue on the Sabbath.  [1]
(There was a woman with a spirit of infirmity) for eighteen years;  [1]

she was bent over and could not fully straighten herself.  [1]

Jesus saw her, called her and said, “Woman, you are freed from your infirmity.”  [1]

He laid his hands on her  (and immediately she was made straight) and she praised God.  [1]

But the ruler of the synagogue was indignant because Jesus had healed on the Sabbath.  [1]

He said that there were six days on which work ought to be done; 

they were to come on those days and be healed and not on the Sabbath.  [1]

Jesus answered him and called them hypocrites.  [1]

He asked them whether they did not untie their ox or ass on the Sabbath 

and lead it away to water it.  [1]
Ought not this woman, a daughter of Abraham whom Satan bound for eighteen years,

be loosed from this bond on the Sabbath day?  [1]

All his adversaries were put to shame.  [1]

And all the people rejoiced at the glorious things that were done by him.  [1]

The healing of the woman with the flow of blood (Lk 8:42-48)
Jesus was on his way to Jairus’ house with crowds of people pressing around him.  [1]

(There was a woman with a flow of blood for twelve years and she could not be 

healed by anyone.)  

She came up behind Jesus and touched the fringe of his garment;  [1]

(immediately her flow of blood ceased.)

Jesus asked, “Who is it who touched me?”  [1]

Peter said that the multitudes surrounded him and pressed upon him.  [1]

Jesus insisted that someone had touched him for he perceived that power

had gone forth from him.  [1]

When the woman saw that she could not be hidden, she came trembling, / and

falling down before him declared how she had touched him and how she had been 

healed immediately.  [1]

Jesus said to her, ‘Daughter, your faith has made you well; go in peace.”  [1]

Relate the parable of the wicked tenants (Lk 20:9-16)

A man planted a vineyard and let it out to tenants and 

went into another country for a long while.  [1]

When the time came he sent a servant to receive some of the fruit of the vineyard 

from the tenants.  [1]

But the tenants beat him and sent him away empty-handed.  [1]

He sent another servant; and they beat him, treated him shamefully,

and sent him away empty-handed.  [1]

When he sent a third servant the tenants wounded him and cast him out.  [1]

The owner of the vineyard wondered what he should do.

He decided to send his beloved son, hoping that they would respect him.  [1]
When the tenants saw the son, they said that he was the heir;  [1]

they decided to kill him so that the inheritance would be theirs.  [1]

They cast him out of the vineyard and killed him. [1]

What would the owner of the vineyard do to them?

He would come and destroy those tenants and give the vineyard to others.  [1]

Describe the incident that took place three days later (Lk 23:32-38)

The Jews demanded that Jesus be crucified even though Pilate and Herod could not find him guilty of any crime deserving death.  

When the sentence was passed Jesus was led to the place called the Skull, outside Jerusalem  [1]
to be crucified with two criminals, one on either side of him.  

Jesus prayed, “Father, forgive them for they know not what they do.”  [1]

They cast lots to divide his garments.  [1]

The people stood by, watching;  /

but the rulers scoffed at him, saying “He saved others; let him save himself,

if he is the Christ of God, his Chosen One!”  [1]

The soldiers mocked him, coming up and offering him vinegar,

and saying, “If you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!”  [1]

There was also an inscription over him, “This is the King of the Jews.”  [1]

A conversation followed between the two criminals and Jesus promised one of them that

he would remember him in paradise.  [1]
There was darkness over the whole land from the sixth hour to the ninth hour. [1]

Then Jesus cried out with a loud voice, 

“Father, into thy hands I commit my spirit!”  [1]

Then he died.

(a)   Give an account of all the events that took place in Lystra (Acts 14:8-14, 18-20)
At Lystra there was a man who was crippled from birth, and who had never walked. [1]

He listened to Paul speaking /
Paul looked intently at him / and seeing that he had faith to be made well [1 for any two points]

said loudly, “Stand upright on your feet.”  [1]
He sprang up and walked.  [1]

When the crowds saw this, they lifted up their voices and said,

“The gods have come down to us in the likeness of men!”  [1]

They called Barnabas, Zeus and Paul they called Hermes because he was the chief speaker. [1]

The temple of Zeus was in front of the city.

The priest of Zeus brought oxen and garlands to the gate of the city 

and wanted to offer sacrifice with the people. [1]

When Paul and Barnabas realized what was happening, they tore their garments [1]

and rushed in among the crowd and spoke to them.

They managed to restrain the people from doing so. [1]

However, when the Jews from Antioch and Iconium came and persuaded the people, 
they stoned Paul and dragged him out of the city, supposing that he was dead. [1]

When the disciples gathered around Paul, he rose up, went back to the city, [1]

and on the next day left with Barnabas for Derbe.
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(b)   What do these events reveal about the people of Lystra?
That the people of Lystra worshipped Paul as god one day and stoned him to death the next day

shows that they were very fickle minded.  [1]

It is known that Lycaonia is a dry and primitive wilderness; the people were uneducated and being of simple mind, were easily persuaded by the Jews from Antioch and Iconium to stone Paul. [1]

When the ship left Fair Havens, the south wind blew gently and they thought that 

they could achieve their purpose of reaching Phoenix. [1]

After weighing anchor, they sailed along Crete, close inshore. [1]

Suddenly a tempestuous wind called the Northeaster struck down from the land; [1]

The ship was caught and could not face the wind; they gave way to it and were driven. [1]
They ran under the lee of Cauda. [1]

They secured the boat with great difficulty and lifted it up. 

They took measures (cables) to undergird the ship.

Fearing that they would run under the Syrtis, they lowered the gear (main sail) and were driven.

The storm beat upon them relentlessly, and the next day they threw out the cargo.

The following day, they cast out the tackle (furniture) of the ship with their own hands. 









[3 marks for any three points]

They lost all hope of being saved when neither sun nor stars appeared for many days 

and the storm continued to beat upon them violently. [1]

They had gone a long time without food. [1]

Paul stood up and reminded them that they should have listened to him and not sailed from Crete

and incurred this injury and loss. [1]

He then encouraged them by telling them that there would be no loss of life among them, 

but only of the ship. [1]

For that very night, the angel of the God to whom he belonged and whom he worshipped, [1]

stood by him and told him not to be afraid. He went on to say that

Paul must stand before Caesar and God had granted him the lives of all those 
who sailed with him. [1]

Paul then said that he had faith in God that it would be exactly as he had been told  [1]

but they should have to run on an island. [1]
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(b)   Mention a previous occasion
23:11
(Paul was in prison in the Castle of Antonia / in the temple area) after the trial before the Sanhedrin which ended in a violent dissension between the Pharisees and the Sadducees. [1]


The Lord appeared to him in the night and told him, “Take courage, for as you have 

testified for me at Jerusalem, so you must bear witness also at Rome.”  [1]
