This incident is the watershed of the Gospel of Luke. When Jesus realized that at least one of his disciples knew his true nature,

he decided to reveal to them his ministry of being a suffering Messiah and not a conquering one. (Before this he had performed 14 miracles to show them his power and told them only 5 parables; but after this he performed only 7 miracles and told them 21 parables to teach them more about his kingdom.) After this, he predicted his suffering on three other occasions and began his journey to go towards Jerusalem.

22:54-60  Later that night when Jesus was arrested and taken to the house of the High Priest, Peter followed at a distance. 
A f ire had been lit in the centre of the courtyard, and Peter joined those who were sitting around it. (1)
 When one of the servant women saw him sitting there at the fire, she looked straight at him and said, “This man too was with Jesus!”
But Peter denied it, “Woman, I don't even know him!” (1)
After a little while a man noticed Peter and said, “You are one of them, too!”
But Peter answered, “Man, I am not!” (1)
And about an hour later another man insisted strongly, “There isn't any doubt that this man was with Jesus, because he also is a Galilean!”
But Peter answered, “Man, I don't know what you are talking about!” (1)
At once, while he was still speaking, a rooster crowed.  The Lord turned around and looked straight at Peter, (1)

and Peter remembered that the Lord had said to him, “Before the rooster crows tonight, you will say three times that you do not know me.”

     (iv)  What is the significance of this incident in the book of Acts?

The book of Acts shows the spread of Christianity in the first century A.D. Chapter 1:8 says “When the Holy Spirit comes upon 
you, you will be filled with power, and you will be witnesses for me in Jerusalem, in all of Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of 
the earth.” Philip had gone to Samaria and many had believed. The Ethiopian eunuch is the first Gentile proselyte to be converted 
and he takes the Gospel home to Ethiopia. After this incident the conversion of Cornelius and his household is recorded and that 
is the first Gentile family to be welcomed into the church. Thus we see the spread of Christianity from Jerusalem to Judea and 

Samaria and the beginnings of the ends of the earth. (1)
Also, we see that Philip is not conscious of racial barriers. He sits in the chariot of a Gentile without hesitation and shares the 

Gospel with him. (1)

(15:21  The Law of Moses is read in the synagogues every Sabbath, and his words are preached in every town. )
The prohibitions listed in the letter were in areas that Gentiles had particular weaknesses and which the Jews found repulsive. The Jews believed that God had given these commands even before the Mosaic law. The Council believed that it would help facilitate fellowship between Jewish and Gentile believers within the Church if these requirements were observed.  (1)

He must stand before the Emperor.  (1)

And God in his goodness to him has spared the lives of all those who are sailing with him. (1)
(iii) Relate two incidents that took place on board the ship that showed Paul believed the angel’s words. [2]
27:30-32  When the ship was about to be wrecked the sailors tried to escape from the ship; they lowered the small boat into the water and pretended that they were going to put out some anchors from the front of the ship. But Paul said to the army officer and soldiers, “If the sailors don't stay on board, you have no hope of being saved.” So the soldiers cut the ropes that held the boat and let it go.  (1)
27: 33-35  Just before dawn, Paul begged them all to eat some food because they had been waiting for fourteen days then, and had not eaten a thing. Paul begged them to eat some food because they needed it in order to survive. He said that not even a hair of their heads would be lost. (After saying this, Paul took some bread, gave thanks to God before them all, broke it, and began to eat.) (1)
3      (a)  Give an account of two miracles performed by Jesus on the Sabbath.

(i) The deliverance of the woman who was bent over and could not straighten up.

Lk 13:10-17

(One Sabbath) Jesus was teaching in a synagogue. (1)
 (A woman there had an evil spirit) that had kept her sick for eighteen years;  (1)

(she was bent over and could not straighten up at all. )
When Jesus saw her, he called out to her, “Woman, you are free from your sickness!”  (1)

He placed his hands on her, and at once she straightened herself up and praised God.  (1)
The official of the synagogue was angry that Jesus had healed on the Sabbath, so he spoke up and said to the people, “There are six days in which we should work; so come during those days and be healed, but not on the Sabbath!”  (1)
The Lord answered him, “You hypocrites! Any one of you would untie your ox or your donkey from the stall and take it out to give it water on the Sabbath.  (1)

Now here is this descendant of Abraham whom Satan has kept in bonds for eighteen years; should she not be released on the Sabbath?”  (1)

His answer made his enemies ashamed of themselves, while the people rejoiced over all the wonderful things that he did. (1)

      (ii)           The healing of the man with swollen arms and legs.

Lk 14:1-6
(One Sabbath) Jesus went to eat a meal at the home of one of the leading Pharisees;  (1)

and people were watching Jesus closely. (1)

(A man whose legs and arms were swollen came to Jesus, )

Jesus spoke up and asked the teachers of the Law and the Pharisees, “Does our Law allow healing on the Sabbath or not?” (1)
But they would not say a thing. (1) Jesus took the man, healed him, and sent him away. 
Then he said to them, “If any one of you had a child or an ox that happened to fall in a well on a Sabbath, would you not pull it out at once on the Sabbath itself?”  (1)
But they were not able to answer him about this.  (1)
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(b)  State the significance of the Sabbath for the Jews.

To the Jews, Sabbath is a day of rest and of worship of God.  (1)
1
This rest was ordained by God, after six days’ work of creation.  (1)


Exodus 20:8 says, “For in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and rested on the seventh 


day:  therefore the Lord blessed the seventh day and made it holy.”

2
The Sabbath was celebrated as a memorial of the deliverance out of Egypt. (1)


Deuteronomy 5:15 says, “The Lord your God brought you out from there … therefore the Lord your God commanded you 


to keep the Sabbath day. “

3
This rest was ordained as a sign of the covenant between God and the Israelites. (1)


Exodus 31:16-17 says, “Thus the children of Israel shall keep the Sabbath, to observe the Sabbath throughout their 


generations for a perpetual covenant. It is a sign between Me and the children of Israel forever.”

4
This rest was for personal refreshment.


Exodus 31:15 says, “You have six days in which to do your work, but the seventh day is a solemn day of rest dedicated to 

Me.”  (1)
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(c)  From the incidents in the book of Luke, summarize Jesus’ teaching concerning the Sabbath.

Jesus claimed authority over the Sabbath. 


Luke 6:5 says, “The Son of Man is Lord of the Sabbath.”


As such he had the authority to interpret, modify or even annul the law of the Sabbath. Hence, the disciples were blameless 


in what they did when they plucked the grain on the Sabbath with his permission. (1)

He allowed works of necessity.  (1)


Jesus justified his disciples for plucking and husking grain on the Sabbath when they needed to eat. (Lk 6:1-5)

He allowed works of mercy. (1)


He performed several miracles of healing, two of which are described above. The others are:

· Healing the man with the paralysed right hand

· Deliverance of the demoniac in the synagogue in Capernaum

· Healing of Simon Peter’s mother-in-law

(a)  Relate the parable of the wicked tenants.

Lk 20:9-16

There was once a man who planted a vineyard, rented it out to tenants, and then left home for a long time. (1)

When the time came to gather the grapes, he sent a slave to the tenants to receive from them his share of the harvest. (1)

But the tenants beat the slave and sent him back without a thing. (1)

So he sent another slave; but the tenants beat him also, treated him shamefully, and sent him back without a thing. (1)

Then he sent a third slave; the tenants wounded him, too, and threw him out. (1)

Then the owner of the vineyard said, ‘What shall I do? I will send my own dear son; surely they will respect him!’ (1)

But when the tenants saw him, they said to one another, ‘This is the owner's son. Let's kill him, and his property will be ours!’ (1)

So they threw him out of the vineyard and killed him. (1)
“What, then, will the owner of the vineyard do to the tenants?” Jesus asked. (1)

“He will come and kill those men, and turn the vineyard over to other tenants. (1)

(c)  What is the lesson of this parable?

This parable was spoken against the Jews, and mainly against the chief priests and teachers of the Law.  (1)

It shows how the nation of Israel rejected Jesus, the Son of God, who proclaimed the message of the Kingdom of God. They asked for him to be crucified at the place called the Skull (Calvary). (1)
It clearly typifies the rejection of the Jews with the admission of Gentiles into the Church when the owner would turn the vineyard over to other tenants.  (1)
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(d)  How was this parable fulfilled three days later?

This parable was told on the third day of the final holy week of Jesus’ earthly life. (1)

Three days later, Jesus was arrested and tried by the Sanhedrin, then by Pilate and Herod, and finally he was sent back to Pilate for the death sentence to be passed.  (1)

That same morning, he was given the cross to bear to the place called the Skull and crucified there.  (1)

From 12.00noon to 3.00pm in the afternoon, there was darkness over the whole land as though God had forsaken the Lord Jesus and could not look on him as he bore the sin of the whole world on his body on the cross. Jesus died a Victor, and not as a victim of circumstances, and he was able to commit his spirit into the hands of the heavenly Father. (1)

Lk 23:50-56

A man named Joseph from Arimathea, (although he was a member of the Council, had not agreed with their decision and action. He went into the presence of Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus.) Then he took the body down, wrapped it in a linen sheet, and placed it in a tomb which had been dug out of solid rock and which had never been used. (1)
It was Friday, and the Sabbath was about to begin. (1)
The women who had followed Jesus from Galilee went with Joseph and saw the tomb and how Jesus' body was placed in it. (1)

Then they went back home and prepared the spices and perfumes for the body. (1)
On the Sabbath they rested, as the Law commanded.  (1)
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(iii)  
at the tomb on the resurrection morning.

Lk 24:1-11

Very early on Sunday morning the women went to the tomb, carrying the spices they had prepared. (1)

They found the stone rolled away from the entrance to the tomb, so they went in; (1)

but they did not find the body of the Lord Jesus.  (1)

They stood there puzzled about this, when suddenly two men in bright shining clothes stood by them. (1)

Full of fear, the women bowed down to the ground,  (1)

as the men said to them, “Why are you looking among the dead for one who is alive? (1)

He is not here; he has been raised.  (1)

Remember what he said to you while he was in Galilee: 
‘The Son of Man must be handed over to sinners, be crucified, and three days later rise to life.’”  (1)
Then the women remembered his words, returned from the tomb, 
and told all these things to the eleven disciples and all the rest. (1)

The women were Mary Magdalene, Joanna, and Mary the mother of James; they and the other women with them told these things to the apostles. (1)

But the apostles thought that what the women said was nonsense, and they did not believe them. (1)

But Peter got up and ran to the tomb; he bent down and saw the grave cloths but nothing else. 
Then he went back home amazed at what had happened.  (1)
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(b)  Comment on Jesus’ attitude to women as seen in the book of Luke.                    

[2]
Jesus had a high regard for women which is clearly seen throughout the book of Luke. /
He showed special compassion and care for them.  (1)

(He healed Simon Peter’s mother-in-law on the Sabbath.

He had compassion for the widow of Nain who had lost her only son and he raised the young man to life.

He healed the woman who had suffered from severe bleeding for twelve years. 

He raised Jairus’ daughter to life.

He delivered the woman who was bent double on the Sabbath.)
He welcomed Mary of Bethany to be his disciple and allowed her to sit at his feet and listen to his teaching in her home. (1)

This was in a society that did not allow women to be disciples of a rabbi.

He accepted help from a group of women – Mary Magdalene, Joanna (wife of Chuza, a steward of Herod’s) and Suzanna - as he travelled from place to place.  (1)
When he was in great pain, he thought of the women and those who had children and asked them not to weep for him but to weep for themselves.  (1)
It was to this same group of women to whom the news of the resurrection of Jesus was first announced. (1)
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6     (a)   Give an account of the trial of the apostles before the Sanhedrin Council.


[11]
Acts 5:27-39
 They brought the apostles in, made them stand before the Council, and the High Priest questioned them. 
“We gave you strict orders not to teach in the name of this man,” he said; “but see what you have done!  

You have spread your teaching all over Jerusalem, and you want to make us responsible for his death!”  (1)

Peter and the other apostles answered, “We must obey God, not men. (1)

The God of our ancestors raised Jesus from death, after you had killed him by nailing him to a cross. (1)

God raised him to his right side as Leader and Savior, 
to give the people of Israel the opportunity to repent and have their sins forgiven. (1)
 We are witnesses to these things—we and the Holy Spirit, who is God's gift to those who obey him.”  (1)
When the members of the Council heard this, they were so furious that they wanted to have the apostles put to death. (1)
But one of them, a Pharisee named Gamaliel, who was a teacher of the Law and was highly respected by all the people, (1)

stood up in the Council. He ordered the apostles to be taken out for a while, (1)
and then he said to the Council, “Fellow Israelites, be careful what you do to these men. (1)
You remember that Theudas appeared some time ago, claiming to be somebody great, and about four hundred men joined him. But he was killed, all his followers were scattered, and his movement died out. (1)
After that, Judas the Galilean appeared during the time of the census; he drew a crowd after him, but he also was killed, and all his followers were scattered. (1)
And so in this case, I tell you, do not take any action against these men./ Leave them alone!  (1)

If what they have planned and done is of human origin, it will disappear,  (1)
but if it comes from God, you cannot possibly defeat them. /You could find yourselves fighting against God!”(1)
The Council followed Gamaliel's advice.  
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       (b)
Discuss the decision taken by the Council on listening to Gamaliel’s advice.

Gamaliel had asked the Council to leave the apostles alone and not take any action against them. Otherwise they may find themselves fighting against God. 

Acts 5:40  However, when the Council called the apostles in, they had them whipped, and ordered them never again to speak in the name of Jesus; and then they set them free. (1)

While the apostles were set free, it was still not just to have whipped them.  (1)
 (c)   Comment on the reaction of the apostles to the verdict of the Council.

Acts 5:41  As the apostles left the Council, they were happy, because God had considered them worthy to suffer disgrace for the sake of Jesus.  (1)

(Acts 5:42  And every day in the Temple and in people's homes they continued to teach and preach the Good News about Jesus the Messiah.(1)  )
The apostles had taken to heart Jesus’ teaching that they should rejoice when men hate them and persecute them because a great 
reward is kept for them in heaven. For their ancestors did the very same things to the prophets. (Luke 6:23) (1)
(True to Peter’s word at the previous trial before the Sanhedrin, he had said that he and John could not help but speak of what 

they had seen and heard Jesus do when he was on earth. (1) ).
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7   (a)   Describe the event in Antioch of Syria when Barnabas and Saul were set apart for full-time service. [3]
Acts 13:1-3

In the church at Antioch there were some prophets and teachers: Barnabas, Simeon (called the Black), Lucius (from Cyrene), Manaen (who had been brought up with Governor Herod), and Saul. (2 marks for all five names, or 1 mark for at least 2 names)
While they were serving the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said to them, (1)

“Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul, to do the work to which I have called them.” (1)
They fasted and prayed, placed their hands on them, and sent them off.

     (b)   Give an account of the journey of these two missionaries on the island of Cyprus.

Acts 13:4-12
 Having been sent by the Holy Spirit, Barnabas and Saul went to Seleucia (1)

and sailed from there to the island of Cyprus.
 When they arrived at Salamis, they preached the word of God in the synagogues. (1)

They had John Mark with them to help in the work. (1)
They went all the way across the island to Paphos, where they met a certain magician named Bar-Jesus, a Jew who claimed to be a prophet. (1)
He was a friend of the governor of the island, Sergius Paulus, who was an intelligent man. (1)

The governor called Barnabas and Saul before him because he wanted to hear the word of God. (1)
But they were opposed by the magician Elymas (that is his name in Greek), who tried to turn the governor away from the faith. 
 
Then Saul—also known as Paul—was filled with the Holy Spirit; he looked straight at the magician 
 and said, “You son of the Devil! You are the enemy of everything that is good. (1)

You are full of all kinds of evil tricks, and you always keep trying to turn the Lord's truths into lies! (1)
 The Lord's hand will come down on you now; you will be blind and will not see the light of day for a time.” (1)
At once Elymas felt a dark mist cover his eyes, and he walked around trying to find someone to lead him by the hand. (1)
When the governor saw what had happened, he believed; for he was greatly amazed at the teaching about the Lord.  (1)

     (c)   Relate the incident in Ephesus where certain Jewish exorcists were overpowered by

a man who had an evil spirit in him.

Acts 19:13-16

Some Jews who travelled around and drove out evil spirits also tried to use the name of the Lord Jesus to do this. They said to the evil spirits, “I command you in the name of Jesus, whom Paul preaches.”  (1) 
Seven brothers, who were the sons of a Jewish High Priest named Sceva, were doing this. (1)
But the evil spirit said to them, “I know Jesus, and I know about Paul; but you—who are you?”  (1)

Acts 16:16-24

One day as Paul and his companions were going to the place of prayer, they were met by a young servant woman who had an evil spirit that enabled her to predict the future. (1)

She earned a lot of money for her owners by telling fortunes. (1)
She followed Paul and his companions, shouting, “These men are servants of the Most High God! They announce to you how you can be saved!”  (1)
She did this for many days, until Paul became so upset that he turned around and said to the spirit, “In the name of Jesus Christ I order you to come out of her!” (1) 
The spirit went out of her that very moment. 
When her owners realized that their chance of making money was gone, they seized Paul and Silas and dragged them to the authorities in the public square.  (1)
They brought them before the Roman officials and said, “These men are Jews, and they are causing trouble in our city. (1)
 They are teaching customs that are against our law; we are Roman citizens, and we cannot accept these customs or practice them.”  (1)
And the crowd joined in the attack against Paul and Silas.
Then the officials tore the clothes off Paul and Silas and ordered them to be whipped.  (1)
 After a severe beating, they were thrown into jail, and the jailer was ordered to lock them up tight. /
Upon receiving this order, the jailer threw them into the inner cell and fastened their feet between heavy blocks of wood. (1)

(b)   Without relating the conversion of the jailer, describe what happened when the Roman 

       authorities sent police officers to the jail to release Paul and Silas from prison.

Acts 16:35-40

The morning after the conversion of the jailer, the Roman authorities sent police officers with the order, “Let those men go.”
The jailer told Paul, “The officials have sent an order for you and Silas to be released. You may leave, then, and go in peace.” (1)
But Paul said to the police officers, “We were not found guilty of any crime, yet they whipped us in public—and we are Roman citizens! (1)

Then they threw us in prison. And now they want to send us away secretly? Not at all! (1)

The Roman officials themselves must come here and let us out.”  (1)
The police officers reported these words to the Roman officials; and when they heard that Paul and Silas were Roman citizens, they were afraid.  (1)
So they went and apologized to them; then they led them out of the prison and asked them to leave the city. (1)
(Paul and Silas left the prison and went to Lydia's house. There they met the believers, spoke words of encouragement to them, and left.)
