3. To the criminal who asked Him to remember him when He would come as King, Jesus told him that he would be with Him in Paradise with Him that same day. He knew the purpose of His death. He knew where He was going He knew that His Father, God Himself, would be there to receive Him when He died.

But the Spirit gave Stephen such wisdom that when he spoke, they could not refute him.[1]
So they bribed some men to say, “We heard him speaking against Moses and 
against God!” [1]
 In this way they stirred up the people, the elders, and the teachers of the Law. /
They seized Stephen and took him before the Council. [1]
 Then they brought in some men to tell lies about him. “This man,” they said, “is always talking against our sacred Temple and the Law of Moses. [1]

We heard him say that this Jesus of Nazareth will tear down the Temple and change all the customs which have come down to us from Moses!”  [1]
 All those sitting in the Council fixed their eyes on Stephen and saw that his face looked like the face of an angel.  [1]

Acts 27:27-32 It was the fourteenth night, and we were being driven in the Mediterranean by the storm. About midnight the sailors suspected that we were getting close to land.  [1]
So they dropped a line with a weight tied to it and found that the water was one hundred and twenty feet deep; a little later they did the same and found that it was ninety feet deep.[1]

They were afraid that the ship would go on the rocks, so they lowered four anchors from the back of the ship and prayed for daylight. [1]
Then the sailors tried to escape from the ship; they lowered the boat into the water and pretended that they were going to put out some anchors from the front of the ship. [1]
But Paul said to the army officer and soldiers, “If the sailors don't stay on board, you have no hope of being saved.”  
 So the soldiers cut the ropes that held the boat and let it go.  [1]

Acts 27:42-44   The soldiers made a plan to kill all the prisoners, in order to keep them from swimming ashore and escaping.  But the army officer wanted to save Paul, so he stopped them from doing this. (Instead, he ordered everyone who could swim to jump overboard first and swim ashore; the rest were to follow, holding on to the planks or to some broken pieces of the ship. And this was how we all got safely ashore.)
