Understandably, Felix was alarmed because Drusilla had left her husband to become his third wife. He had lived a life of greed, selfish ambition and lustful pleasure.
2. Also, he was hoping that Paul would give him some money; and for this reason he would call for him often and talk with him. 
This showed his greedy character.

3. After two years had passed, Porcius Festus succeeded Felix as governor. Felix wanted to gain favor with the Jews so he left Paul in prison.
This shows his unjust nature, not releasing Paul when he knew there was no case against him.
