Joppa was not very far from Lydda, and when the believers in Joppa heard that Peter was in Lydda, they sent two men to him with the message, “Please hurry and come to us.” So Peter got ready and went with them. (1)

When he arrived, he was taken to the room upstairs, where all the widows crowded around him, crying and showing him all the shirts and coats that Dorcas had made while she was alive. (1)
Peter put them all out of the room, and knelt down and prayed; then he turned to the body and said, “Tabitha, get up!”  (1)

She opened her eyes, and when she saw Peter, she sat up. Peter reached over and helped her get up. (1)

Then he called all the believers, including the widows, and presented her alive to them. (1)

The news about this spread all over Joppa, and many people believed in the Lord. 
Peter stayed on in Joppa for many days with a tanner of leather named Simon.

Establishment of the First Gentile Church in Antioch-of-Syria (Acts 11:19-26)

 Some of the believers who were scattered by the persecution which took place when Stephen was killed went as far as Phoenicia, Cyprus, and Antioch, telling the message to Jews only. (1)

But other believers, who were from Cyprus and Cyrene, went to Antioch and proclaimed the message to Gentiles also, telling them the Good News about the Lord Jesus. (1)
The Lord's power was with them, and a great number of people believed and turned to the Lord. (1)

The news about this reached the church in Jerusalem, so they sent Barnabas to Antioch. (1)
When he arrived and saw how God had blessed the people, he was glad and urged them all to be faithful and true to the Lord with all their hearts. (1)
Barnabas was a good man, full of the Holy Spirit and faith, and many people were brought to the Lord. (1)

Then Barnabas went to Tarsus to look for Saul. (1)
When he found him, he took him to Antioch, and for a whole year the two met with the people of the church and taught a large group. (1)

It was at Antioch that the believers were first called Christians. (1)

Acts 11:27-30  About that time some prophets went from Jerusalem to Antioch.
One of them, named Agabus, (1) stood up and by the power of the Spirit predicted that a severe famine was about to come over all the earth. (It came when Claudius was emperor.) (1)
The disciples decided that they each would send as much as they could to help their fellow believers who lived in Judea. (1)
They did this, then, and sent the money to the church elders by Barnabas and Saul. (1)

(c)   Discuss how the church at Antioch-of-Syria became the headquarters of expansion of the 

Church among the Gentiles.

1. In Antioch-of-Syria, Barnabas and Saul established a strong teaching programme and both of them were set apart for missionary work. 
Acts 13:1-3   In the church at Antioch there were some prophets and teachers: Barnabas, Simeon (called the Black), Lucius (from Cyrene), Manaen (who had been brought up with Governor Herod), and Saul. (1)
While they were serving the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said to them, “Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul, to do the work to which I have called them.”  (1)
They fasted and prayed, placed their hands on them, and sent them off.
2. They travelled through Cyprus, Perga in Pamphylia, Antioch-of-Pisidia, Iconium, Lystra, Derbe and then backwards to return to Antioch-of-Syria. (Ch.13-14 of Acts)  (1)
3. At the end of the missionary journey, they came to the conclusion that God had opened the way for the Gentiles to believe. (ch 14)  (1)
4. When Judaizers went to Antioch-of-Syria to trouble the believers there with the question of whether circumcision was necessary for salvation, the church there sent Barnabas, Paul and some other brethren to go to Jerusalem to seek the opinion of the elders and the apostles. There it was decided that circumcision was not necessary for salvation. This became the charter of freedom for the Gentiles. (ch 15)  (2)
5. After this Paul was sent forth from Antioch-of-Syria with Silas and they undertook the second missionary journey. This took them through Syria, Cilicia, Pamphylia, Phrygia, Asia Minor, Macedonia, Achaia, and then back to Antioch-of-Syria. (ch 16-18)  (2)
6. Finally, Paul left Antioch-of-Syria with the blessings of the church and went overland all the way to Ephesus and spent about three years there. In that time the seven churches of Asia Minor, mentioned in the Book of Revelation were set up. At the end of this journey, he did not get back to Antioch-of-Syria, but instead was arrested in Jerusalem and handed over to the Roman authorities. (ch 18-21)  (2)

Acts 28:13-20    When the decision was made to leave Safe Harbours, a soft wind from the south began to blow, and the men thought that they could carry out their plan to reach Phoenix. (1)

They pulled up the anchor and sailed as close as possible along the coast of Crete. (1)
But soon a very strong wind—the one called “Northeaster”—blew down from the island. (1)
It hit the ship, and since it was impossible to keep the ship headed into the wind, they gave up trying and let it be carried along by the wind. (1)
They got some shelter when they passed to the south of the little island of Cauda. 
There, with some difficulty they managed to make the ship's boat secure. They pulled it aboard  (1)

and then fastened some ropes tight around the ship. (1)

They were afraid that they might run into the sandbanks off the coast of Libya, so they lowered the sail and let the ship be carried by the wind. (1)
The violent storm continued, so on the next day they began to throw some of the ship's cargo overboard, (1)
and on the following day they threw part of the ship's equipment overboard. (1)


For many days they could not see the sun or the stars, and the wind kept on blowing very hard. They finally gave up all hope of being saved.

Acts 27:27-32   It was the fourteenth night, and we were being driven in the Mediterranean by the storm. 
About midnight the sailors suspected that we were getting close to land. (1)
So they dropped a line with a weight tied to it and found that the water was one hundred and twenty feet deep; a little later they did the same and found that it was ninety feet deep. 
They were afraid that the ship would go on the rocks, so they lowered four anchors from the back of the ship and prayed for daylight. (1)
Then the sailors tried to escape from the ship; they lowered the boat into the water and pretended that they were going to put out some anchors from the front of the ship. (1)
But Paul said to the army officer, Julius, and soldiers, “If the sailors don't stay on board, you have no hope of being saved.” (1)
So the soldiers cut the ropes that held the boat and let it go.  (1)
