For a long time this man had gone without clothes and would not stay at home, but spent his time in the burial caves. (1)

When he saw Jesus, he gave a loud cry, threw himself down at his feet, and shouted, (1)
“Jesus, Son of the Most High God! What do you want with me? I beg you, don't punish me!” (1)

He said this because Jesus had ordered the evil spirit to go out of him. (1)

Many times it had seized him, /and even though he was kept a prisoner, / his hands and feet tied with chains, / he would break the chains and / be driven by the demon out into the desert. (1 mark for three points)

Jesus asked him, “What is your name?” (1)
“My name is ‘Mob,’” he answered—because many demons had gone into him.

where I will store the grain and all my other goods. (1)

But God said to him, ‘You fool! This very night you will have to give up your life; (1)

then who will get all these things you have kept for yourself?’” (1)
And Jesus concluded, “This is how it is with those who pile up riches for themselves but are not rich in God's sight.” (1)

1.In the Magnificat that Mary when she visited Elizabeth, she sang these words about the Messiah to be born through her:



He has filled the hungry with good things, and sent the rich away with empty hands.

   Jesus would come and turn the values of the world upside down; he would satisfy the poor with his righteousness and good  

   deeds. (2)
2.John the Baptist taught the multitudes that he who has two shirts must give to the man who has none, he who has food must 
   share it; tax collectors were not to collect more than what was legal; and soldiers were not to take any money from people 

   by force. Thus we are to use what we have to help others in need and not to become rich by illegal means. (2)
3.In the Sermon on the Plain, Jesus gave us the Beatitudes and woes which say




Happy are you poor; the kingdom of God is yours!





Happy are you who are hungry now; you will be filled!

                                How terrible for you who are rich now; you have had your easy life!





How terrible for you who are full now; you will go hungry!

  Again we see the values of the world turned upside down. He promises the kingdom of God to those who are poor and have   

  nothing else to depend on. (2)
4. Lk 12:29-34   After telling the parable of the Rich Fool, Jesus taught us to trust in God for our lives. We do not need to worry about what we would eat or drink for our Father knows that you need these things. Instead, be concerned with his Kingdom, and he will provide you with these things.

Later on he told us to sell all our belongings and give the money to the poor. We are to provide for ourselves purses that don't wear out, and to save our riches in heaven, where they will never decrease, because no thief can get to them, and no moth can destroy them. For your heart will always be where your riches are. (2)
5.In the parable of the Shrewd Manager (Lk 16:1-8), Jesus said that we are to make friends for ourselves with worldly wealth, so that when it gives out, we will be welcomed in the eternal home. (v.9). We are to make the right use of our wealth so that riches may assist us to prepare for the world to come, and not be a snare to lead us to vice and laziness. We are to use our wealth to help people enter the kingdom of heaven and they will welcome us when we get there. (2)
Jesus ended this session by saying that “No servant can be the slave of two masters.” (v.13). What we do in life will show who or what we really worship, God or money. (1)

6.In the parable of the Rich Man and Lazarus (Lk 16:19-31), which was spoken against the covetousness of the Pharisees, it shows the awful fate of a rich man who lived in selfish pleasure and luxury with total disregard of the poor man at his doorstep. It also shows the fearful punishment of those who do not use their stewardship of wealth in the right way. (2)
7.In the incident with the Rich Jewish Leader (Lk 18:18-29), Jesus told him to sell all he had and give the money to the poor, and he would have riches in heaven; then he was to follow Jesus.  A life of good works will not save us; only Jesus can. (1)
8.When Jesus met Zacchaeus (Lk 19:1-10), and showed Zacchaeus that he was accepted by Jesus as a son of Abraham, Zacchaeus showed his repentance by declaring that he would give away half his fortune and if he had cheated any one before in his job as a chief tax collector, he would return four times as much as he had cheated. True repentance in a person must be seen in a tangible manner. (2) 
9.When Jesus was in the Temple in the final week of his life on earth, he saw a poor widow putting two little copper coins into the treasury (Lk 21:1-4). He said that this poor widow put in more than all the others. For the others offered their gifts from what they had to spare of their riches; but she, poor as she was, gave all she had to live on. God in his heaven does not look at the amount that we give to Him but He looks at our hearts and our attitudes behind our giving to Him. (2)

24:1-    Very early on Sunday morning the women went to the tomb, carrying the spices they had prepared.
They found the stone rolled away from the entrance to the tomb, (1)

so they went in; but they did not find the body of the Lord Jesus. (1)

They stood there puzzled about this, when suddenly two men in bright shining clothes stood by them.
Full of fear, the women bowed down to the ground, (1)
as the men said to them, “Why are you looking among the dead for one who is alive? (1)
He is not here; he has been raised. (1)
Remember what he said to you while he was in Galilee: ‘The Son of Man must be handed over to sinners, be crucified, and three days later rise to life.’” (1)
Then the women remembered his words, returned from the tomb, and told all these things to the eleven disciples and 
all the rest. (1)
The women were Mary Magdalene, Joanna, and Mary the mother of James; they and the other women with them told these things to the apostles. (1 mark for at least two names)
But the apostles thought that what the women said was nonsense, and they did not believe them. (1)
But Peter got up and ran to the tomb; he bent down and saw the grave cloths but nothing else. Then he went back home amazed at what had happened. (1)

As soon as Ananias heard this, he fell down dead; and all who heard about it were terrified. (1)

The young men came in, wrapped up his body, carried him out, and buried him.

Peter asked her, “Tell me, was this the full amount you and your husband received for your property?” (1)

Acts 18:1-8    When Paul arrived at Corinth he met a Jew named Aquila, born in Pontus, who had recently come from Italy with his wife Priscilla, (1)

for Emperor Claudius had ordered all the Jews to leave Rome. (1)

Paul went to see them, and stayed and worked with them, because he earned his living by making tents, just as they did. (1)

He held discussions in the synagogue every Sabbath, trying to convince both Jews and Greeks. (1)

When Silas and Timothy arrived from Macedonia, Paul gave his whole time to preaching the message, testifying to the Jews that Jesus is the Messiah. (1)

When they opposed him and said evil things about him, he protested by shaking the dust from his clothes and saying to them,(1)

“If you are lost, you yourselves must take the blame for it! I am not responsible. From now on I will go to the Gentiles.” (1)

So he left them and went to live in the house of a Gentile named Titius Justus, who worshiped God; his house was next to the synagogue. (1)

Crispus, who was the leader of the synagogue, believed in the Lord, together with all his family; (1)

and many other people in Corinth heard the message, believed, and were baptized. (1)

They all grabbed Sosthenes, the leader of the synagogue, and beat him in front of the court. (1)

Provide some horses for Paul to ride and get him safely through to Governor Felix.” (1)
Then the commander wrote a letter that went like this: (1)
(“Claudius Lysias to His Excellency, Governor Felix: Greetings.
The Jews seized this man and were about to kill him. I learned that he is a Roman citizen, so I went with my soldiers and rescued him.
I wanted to know what they were accusing him of, so I took him down to their Council.
I found out that he had not done a thing for which he deserved to die or be put in prison; the accusation against him had to do with questions about their own law.
And when I was informed that there was a plot against him, at once I decided to send him to you. 
I have told his accusers to make their charges against him before you.”) (Contents of letter not required for this answer.)
The soldiers carried out their orders. They got Paul and took him that night as far as Antipatris.
The next day the foot soldiers returned to the fort and left the horsemen to go on with him. (1)
They took him to Caesarea, delivered the letter to the governor, and turned Paul over to him. /
The governor read the letter and asked Paul what province he was from. When he found out that he was from Cilicia,
he said, “I will hear you when your accusers arrive.” (1)
Then he gave orders for Paul to be kept under guard in the governor's headquarters. (1)
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     (d)   Explain how Paul’s Roman citizenship protected him throughout this period.

Acts 22:22-29  Paul had declared his Roman citizenship to the Roman officer and the Roman commander when he was about to be whipped. That spared him the whipping. The soldiers, officer and the commander were afraid because they had put him in chains. /
Acts 23:16-35  When Paul’s nephew informed the Roman commander about the plot against Paul’s life by the more than forty Jews, the commander had to act quickly to keep Paul safe from any attacks because Paul was a Roman citizen. (1)

According to Roman law, all Roman citizens were exempted from all degrading forms of punishment such as beating with rods, scourging and crucifixion. They were also exempted from being questioned under torture. (1)

In such trials, they first had to be legally charged and then there would be a hearing before a Roman court. And Paul had not been charged. (1)   
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
