As soon as Peter had denied Him three times, He turned and looked at Peter with compassion and Peter remembered what he had said to Him at the Passover Feast. He went out and wept bitterly. (2)
2. Lk 23:27-31  As Jesus was led away to Gogotha, He had stumbled on the road carrying the heavy cross. Simon of Cyrene was forced to carry His cross for Him. As He walked along and observed the women who were crying for Him, He asked them not to cry for Him but for themselves and their children because the time was coming when people would say that it was better not to have borne children. Such difficult days would come upon them that they would cry to the hills to fall on them and cover them. (2)
3. Lk 23:32-34  When Jesus had been raised up on the cross and was suffering such agony, His first words were, “Forgive them, Father! So there was great joy in that city. (1)

A man named Simon lived there, who for some time had astounded the Samaritans with his magic. (1)

He claimed that he was someone great, and everyone in the city, from all classes of society, paid close attention to him. “He is that power of God known as ‘The Great Power,’” they said. (1)

They paid this attention to him because for such a long time he had astonished them with his magic. (1)

But when they believed Philip's message about the good news of the Kingdom of God and about Jesus Christ, they were baptized, both men and women. (1)

{For many years there was bitter hatred between the Jews and the Samaritans, who were foreigners from the Valley of the Euphrates. When Shalmaneser had taken the Israelites into Assyria in the reign of Hoshea, the last king of Israel, Esarhaddon, king of Assyria had repopulated the land of Israel with these foreigners who brought in their idolatrous ways. God showed His displeasure by allowing the land to be infested by wild beasts. So the king of Assyria sent one of the captive priests of the Jews to teach them “how they should fear the Lord.”(2 Kings17:28)

When the Jews returned from captivity and began rebuilding their Temple, the Samaritans asked to help with it. The Jews refused their help. The Samaritans then became open enemies of the Jews. They built their own Temple on Mount Gerizim. The Pentateuch (the first 5 books of the Bible) was their only code. The Jews learnt to hate them worse than they did the Gentiles.} (For your information only)

There was bitter hatred between the Samaritans and the Jews for many centuries. Philip had ventured into enemy territory when he preached in Samaria. (1) The Samaritans had built their own Temple on Mount Gerizim and had their own worship of God based on the Pentateuch only. (1) Now that they had received the Gospel, God had to show them that there was to be one Church only and its headquarters were in Jerusalem. (1) They had to wait for Peter and John to come from Jerusalem to pray and lay their hands on them before they could receive the Holy Spirit. Thus there would be unity and harmony in the Church. (1)

In Samaria, Philip had preached so mightily that large crowds had left Simon the Magician and believed the Gospel.(1)
In the midst of that great work, God called him to go to the desert road that led to Gaza to speak to the Ethiopian Eunuch who also believed in Jesus, was baptized and took the Gospel home to Ethiopia. (1)
After the baptism of the Ethiopian Eunuch, Philip was caught up be the Holy Spirit and found himself at Azotus. From there he went on to Caesarea, and on the way he preached the Good News in every town. (1)
He settled in Caesarea, married and had four unmarried daughters whom he brought up to “proclaim God's message.” (1)

In Caesarea the headquarters of the Roman government in Judea, he would have had the opportunity to preach the Gospel to the Roman soldiers and other staff who would then take the Gospel to Rome. (1)

Thus, he was known as the evangelist.
