Jesus taught in His sermon on the plain, “Love your enemies, do good to those who hate you, bless those who curse you, and pray for those who mistreat you.” (Luke 6:31)

Discuss how Jesus demonstrated these principles in His own life as portrayed in the book of Luke.
In Nazareth, when Jesus was rejected by His own childhood friends and neighbours as He read the Messianic passage from 

Isaiah to them, He did not rebuke them nor call upon the angels to punish them. He did not resist them they led Him to the 

brow of the hill to throw Him headlong and stone Him. He quietly walked away from them in the midst of the crowd and 
went away, probably praying for them. (3)
On a Sabbath day when He was teaching in a synagogue and a man with a paralysed right hand was there; the teachers of 

the Law and the Pharisees were watching Him closely to see if He would heal the man on the Sabbath day. Jesus knew 

their thoughts and healed the man to spare the man any further suffering. From that point onwards the religious leaders 

were filled with rage and looked for opportunities to trap Him. (3)
In spite of the fact that He knew that the leaders were against Him, He accepted invitations to dine in their houses. Simon, 

the Pharisee was one such person. During the dinner, Jesus lovingly showed Simon where he had lacked the hospitality 

gestures normally shown to a guest and He taught Simon about God’s love and forgiveness. (3)
In Jairus’ house, He did not allow the people who made fun of Him to stop Him from raising Jairus’ daughter who had died. 

He left Jairus’ family praising God for the wonderful miracle. (2)
When a Samaritan village refused to receive Him, He did not give in to His disciples’ request to call fire from heaven to 
destroy them. He rebuked His disciples and probably prayed that they would learn the lesson of praying for those who 

mistreat them. (2)
When the official of the synagogue criticized Him for delivering the woman bent double for eighteen years, Jesus had to 
expose his hypocrisy and reason with him about the need to be merciful on the Sabbath day. (2)
On another Sabbath day, He had a meal in the house of a leading Pharisee. The people were watching Him closely to see if 

He would heal the man with swollen legs and arms. Jesus lovingly reasoned with them as to why He would heal the man. 
After that He taught them the lesson of humility and true generosity when they gave a lunch or dinner. (2)
When the Pharisees made fun of His teaching because they loved money, Jesus shared with them the parable of the Rich Man 

and Lazarus, warning them about the awful punishment that awaits those who do not use their stewardship of wealth in the 

right way. (2)
At the Last Supper, Jesus demonstrated His love for Judas Iscariot. He gave Judas the seat next to Himself. He had warned 

Judas many times and given him the opportunity to repent but he did not. (2)

In the Garden of Gethsemane, when Jesus was arrested and Peter slashed of the right ear of Malchus, Jesus healed Malchus’ 

ear and rebuked His disciple for having done something that went against His teaching. (2)
When Peter denied knowing Jesus three times, Jesus did not reject him but looked at him directly which made Peter leave 

the courtyard and weep bitterly. The resurrected Jesus subsequently restored Peter and re-commissioned him as His disciple 

who would feed His sheep. (2)
After the trial in Annas’ house, Jesus did not retaliate when the men who were guarding Him made fun of Him, beat 

Him, blindfolded Him and asked Him to guess who hit Him, and said many insulting things to Him. (2)

Jesus’ first words from the Cross at Calvary were “Forgive them, Father! They don’t know what they are doing.” 

Under tremendous pain and torture, He did not revile nor reject the very people who hurt Him, but instead asked God 

for forgiveness for them. (3)

He certainly “loved His enemies; did good to those who hated Him; blessed those who cursed Him and prayed for those 
who mistreated Him.” (1)

From the accounts written in the book of Acts of the Apostles, discuss the role of women in the 



Church. State their names, towns in which they lived and describe the ministries they were 


involved in.
In Chapter 1, the women are at prayer with the men in Jerusalem, after they returned from the Mt of Olives. (2)
In Chapter 2:46, they must have cooked the food for the meals that the believers had in each other’s houses in Jerusalem. (2)
In Chapter 9:36-42, Dorcas sewed shirts and coats for the widows, and spent all her time doing good deeds and helping the poor in Joppa. (2)
In Chapter 10, the women in Cornelius’ household and among his relatives in Caesarea, received the gift of tongues and they praised God’s greatness together with the men. (2)
In Chapter 12, Mary, the mother of John Mark, opened her house in Jerusalem, to the Church for prayer for Peter’s release from prison. Clearly, her house was used as a meeting place for Church meetings regularly. (2) And Rhoda, the maid, participated in all the activities held by the Church. Mary nurtured young John’s faith till he grew up and was chosen to join his uncle Barnabas and Paul for the First Missionary Journey. (1)
In Chapter 16, Lydia, the wealthy merchant in purple dyes, was the first convert in Europe, and she opened her house for meetings in Philippi. (2) Paul and Silas, after being released from prison went to her house and spent time there with the believers before leaving to continue on the Second Missionary Journey. She probably helped to soothe the wounds inflicted on them by the whipping they had received in public before imprisonment. (1)
In Chapter 18, Priscilla and Aquila opened their home to Paul and provided for his needs while he evangelized in Corinth. They had the gift of hospitality. (2) They supported Paul through his trials in Corinth and when he was taken before the Roman governor Gallio, they remained faithful and true in their ministry to Paul. (1) They accompanied him to Ephesus and remained there to help the Church while Paul returned to Antioch-in-Syria. When Apollos came to Ephesus and began to speak boldly in the synagogue about the Lord Jesus, Priscilla noted that he was lacking in his knowledge and she and Aquila invited Apollos to their home where they taught him carefully about the things concerning the Lord Jesus. (2) Here we see Priscilla in a teaching capacity and she greatly helped Apollos become the great preacher and teacher in Achaia. (1) We know that Priscilla was the dominant partner in the marriage because twice Aquila’s name is mentioned first and then for the four remaining times, Priscilla’s name is mentioned first in the coupling of their names. (1)
Thus, we see that women played a major role in the Church in the early days. There is much work for them today as well. (1)

[13]         Lk 16:19-31 There was once a rich man who dressed in the most expensive clothes and lived in great luxury every day. (1)
There was also a poor man named Lazarus, covered with sores, who used to be brought to the rich man's door, (1)

But Abraham said, ‘Remember, my son, that in your lifetime you were given all the good things, while Lazarus got all the bad things. (1) But now he is enjoying himself here, while you are in pain. (1)

Besides all that, there is a deep pit lying between us, so that those who want to cross over from here to you cannot do so, nor can anyone cross over to us from where you are.’ (1)
The rich man said, ‘Then I beg you, father Abraham, send Lazarus to my father's house, where I have five brothers. Let him go and warn them so that they, at least, will not come to this place of pain.’ (1)
Abraham said, ‘Your brothers have Moses and the prophets to warn them; your brothers should listen to what they say.’ (1)
The rich man answered, ‘That is not enough, father Abraham! But if someone were to rise from death and go to them, then they would turn from their sins.’ (1)
But Abraham said, ‘If they will not listen to Moses and the prophets, they will not be convinced even if someone were to rise from death.’ (1)

Lk 24:13-35 

On the same day of Jesus’ resurrection, two of Jesus' followers were going to a village named Emmaus, about seven miles from Jerusalem, (1) 
and they were talking to each other about all the things that had happened. (1)

As they talked and discussed, Jesus himself drew near and walked along with them; (1)

they saw him, but somehow did not recognize him. (1) 
Jesus said to them, “What are you talking about to each other, as you walk along?” (1)
They stood still, with sad faces. One of them, named Cleopas, asked him, “Are you the only visitor in Jerusalem who doesn't know the things that have been happening there these last few days?” (1)
“What things?” he asked. (1)
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“The things that happened to Jesus of Nazareth,” they answered. (1)

“This man was a prophet and was considered by God and by all the people to be powerful in everything he said and did. (1)

Our chief priests and rulers handed him over to be sentenced to death, and he was crucified. (1) 
And we had hoped that he would be the one who was going to set Israel free! (1)

Besides all that, this is now the third day since it happened. (1) 
Some of the women of our group surprised us; they went at dawn to the tomb, but could not find his body. (1)

They came back saying they had seen a vision of angels who told them that he is alive. (1) 
Some of our group went to the tomb and found it exactly as the women had said, but they did not see him.” (1)      Max 5
Then Jesus said to them, “How foolish you are, how slow you are to believe everything the prophets said! (1) 
Was it not necessary for the Messiah to suffer these things and then to enter his glory?” (1) 
And Jesus explained to them what was said about himself in all the Scriptures, beginning with the books of Moses and the writings of all the prophets. (1)
As they came near the village to which they were going, Jesus acted as if he were going farther;  
but they held him back, saying, “Stay with us; the day is almost over and it is getting dark.” (1)

So he went in to stay with them.  He sat down to eat with them, took the bread, and said the blessing; then he broke the bread and gave it to them. (1) 
Then their eyes were opened and they recognized him, but he disappeared from their sight. (1) 
They said to each other, “Wasn't it like a fire burning in us when he talked to us on the road and explained the Scriptures 
to us?” (1)
They got up at once and went back to Jerusalem, where they found the eleven disciples gathered together with the others

At Philippi (Acts 16:35-40)

The morning after the conversion of the Philippian jailer, the Roman authorities sent police officers with the order, “Let those men go.” (1)
So the jailer told Paul, “The officials have sent an order for you and Silas to be released. You may leave, then, and go in 
peace.” (1)
But Paul said to the police officers, “We were not found guilty of any crime, yet they whipped us in public—and we are Roman citizens! (1) 

Then they threw us in prison. And now they want to send us away secretly? Not at all! (1)

The Roman officials themselves must come here and let us out.” (1)
The police officers reported these words to the Roman officials; and when they heard that Paul and Silas were Roman citizens, they were afraid. (1)

So they went and apologized to them; then they led them out of the prison and asked them to leave the city. (1) 
Paul and Silas left the prison and went to Lydia's house. There they met the believers, spoke words of encouragement to them, and left.
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At Jerusalem (Acts 22:22-29)

At the end of Paul’s defence in Hebrew, the Jews were shouting, “Away with him! Kill him! He's not fit to live!” They were screaming, waving their clothes, and throwing dust up in the air. (1) 
The Roman commander ordered his men to take Paul into the fort, and he told them to whip him in order to find out why the Jews were screaming like this against him. (1) 
But when they had tied him up to be whipped, Paul said to the officer standing there, “Is it lawful for you to whip a Roman citizen who hasn't even been tried for any crime?” (1)
When the officer heard this, he went to the commander and asked him, “What are you doing? That man is a Roman citizen!” (1)
So the commander went to Paul and asked him, “Tell me, are you a Roman citizen?” 

“Yes,” answered Paul. (1)
The commander said, “I became one by paying a large amount of money.” (1)
“But I am one by birth,” Paul answered. (1)
At once the men who were going to question Paul drew back from him; and the commander was frightened when he realized that Paul was a Roman citizen and that he had put him in chains. (1)
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At Caesarea (Acts 25:1-12)
Festus, the new governor, was approached by the chief priests and the Jewish leaders to bring Paul to Jerusalem to be tried.

Festus disagreed and invited them to go to Caesarea where he would try Paul with them present. After spending another eight or ten days more in Jerusalem, Festus returned to Caesarea and the very next day he held court with Paul. (1)
When Paul arrived, the Jews who had come from Jerusalem stood around him and started making many serious charges against him, which they were not able to prove. (1)

But Paul defended himself: “I have done nothing wrong against the Law of the Jews or against the Temple or against the Roman Emperor.” (1)
But Festus wanted to gain favor with the Jews, so he asked Paul, “Would you be willing to go to Jerusalem and be tried on these charges before me there?” (1)
Paul said, “I am standing before the Emperor's own judgment court, where I should be tried. I have done no wrong to the Jews, as you yourself well know. (1)

If I have broken the law and done something for which I deserve the death penalty, I do not ask to escape it. But if there is no truth in the charges they bring against me, no one can hand me over to them. (1)

I appeal to the Emperor.” (1)
Then Festus, after conferring with his advisers, answered, “You have appealed to the Emperor, so to the Emperor 
you will go.” (1)

What were the advantages and privileges of being a Roman citizen during that time?
  

 [5]
Roman citizenship was a highly prized right or privilege given only to those of high social or governmental standing, those who had done some exceptional service for Rome, or those able to bribe some administrator to have their names included on a list of candidates. (1)
That Paul was a Roman citizen gave him the freedom to travel throughout the Roman Empire without fear of unjust treatment at the hands of the law. Cicero in his Verrine orations declares that “to bind a Roman citizen is a misdeed, to scourge him is a crime, to put him to death is almost parricide and dilates on the power of the magic words “I am a Roman citizen” (Civis Romanus Sum). (2)
The Roman authorities in Philippi were afraid when they heard that Paul and Silas were Roman citizens because they had whipped them without a fair trial. That was high treason, punishable with death and confiscation of property. (1)
The Roman commander in the Fortress of Antonio accepted Paul’s claim to be a Roman citizen at once. A false claim of this kind was easily exposed and would be punishable with death, and it was almost unprecedented. (1)

When Paul appealed to the Emperor, Festus had to suspend all proceedings. The case was out of the jurisdiction of the governor from that point onwards. He could neither punish nor release Paul now; only send him to the capital as speedily as possible. (1)

This right of appeal protected a Roman citizen from tyrannical and unjust decisions in local and provincial courts; it was one of the most valued and important of the privileges attached to Roman citizenship. (1)
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
